Alleluia, meaning "praise ye the Lord," infects our hymns and anthems as we tell others the Good News that our Lord is risen, risen indeed.

P  As we come together to celebrate Jesus' resurrection, we have gathered outside of the sanctuary following the ancient custom of the Church, which for 2,000 years has gathered at the entrance of Christ's tomb at Easter sunrise to marvel at His resurrection.  We will walk into the sanctuary, as Jesus' followers walked to the tomb on the first Easter morning. None of those who were there were celebrating. And now on this first day of the week, this first Easter, they walked to the tomb not yet knowing who would roll away the stone for them. And certainly not yet knowing the joy that was to come to them upon hearing the news from the angel that Jesus “has risen, as He said.” And most certainly not yet knowing that, as they leave the tomb, the place of death, Jesus, risen from the dead, will greet them!
